8 Elements of a HIP Experience

Performance expectations set at appropriately high levels
Students complete rigorous academic assignments abroad
that challenge them to meet elevated standards
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2. Significant investment of time and effort by students over
an extended period of time
Students engage deeply with coursework, cultural immersion,
and community-based learning during extended experience
3. Interaction with faculty and peers about substantive

Students regularly engage in meaningful discussions and
collaborative learning with international faculty and peers

4. Experiences with diversity
Students live and learn in culturally diverse settings prompting
reflection on unfamiliar perspectives and social contexts

5. Frequent, timely, and constructive feedback

6. Periodic, structured opportunities to reflect and integrate
