8 Elements of a HIP Experience

Sﬁ( 1. Performance expectations set at appropriately high levels
M Students are engaged in all aspects of the research process,
making meaningful contributions to the work

2. Significant investment of time and effort by students over
an extended period of time
Students spend significant time and energy working on their
research and working toward dissemination

3. Interaction with faculty and peers about substantive
matters

M Students work closely with their faculty mentor and

teammates to achieve their research goals

4. Experiences with diversity
Students engage with diverse teammates as they work on
their research projects

5. Frequent, timely, and constructive feedback
Students submit drafts of their abstracts, presentations, and
publications before disseminating their work

6. Periodic, structured opportunities to reflect and integrate
learning
Students reflect on their research experiences and integrate
course learning into their projects

7. Opportunities to discover relevance of learning through
real-world applications
